At each session:
· Delivery of in-person care will be done safely and in conformance with all applicable local, state and federal infection control requirements and guidance (regarding federal guidance, the CDC website provides current information on how to protect oneself and others from coronavirus).

If the provider cannot ensure that they can safely render in-person care consistent with all applicable infection control requirements and guidance, and telehealth is not an appropriate alternative or the parent declines telehealth visits, services should be paused. If there is a pause of treatment, the BHPN will be notified immediately.
